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More than a year after it was
begun, the $9 million, 28,000
square-foot addition to Excelsior
Springs Hospital has finally
opened its doors to the public.
The opening represents a major
expansion for the Hospital, one of
many undertaken in recent years.
After 15 months of planning and
construction, most of the
departments are moved into their
new areas. The new construction
will house Admitting, Business
Office, Administration, Medical
Staff, Lab, Outpatient Clinics,

Pharmacy, Community Room, Rehab
Department and renovated Gift Shop.

Rehab Director, Christy Marker said that
after the lengthy construction period, it was
almost as if it was finally coming to an end.
“Really, though, it's coming to a beginning,”
she explained. The rehab department is all
new on the second floor of the new wing,
bigger than the old one, with new
equipment and its own waiting area. The
department also includes a dedicated
occupational therapy area, where those
who have undergone joint replacement or
serious illness can learn again to do daily
tasks following their medical procedures.
Like many of the second-floor departments,
the rehab center also commands a great
view to the east and north.

Much of the new addition is designed to
give space to departments that previously
were cramped and hindered. The new
laboratory, pharmacy, administration and
boardroom spaces are much bigger and
better designed than their predecessors. In
addition, the gift shop will now have a
space three times the size of the old shop,
with slat walls and glass cases for display.
Patients will see some big differences, too.
On the south side of the main lobby, new
enclosed admitting booths will afford much
more privacy than before, and the new and
improved outpatient clinic has 12 different
exam rooms. The GlI, or gastrointestinal,
clinic also has multiple rooms for
procedures.

Upstairs, a new community room has space
for up to 182 people. It can be used for a
variety of purposes, including blood drives,
which, amazingly, ES Hospital could never
accommodate before. A committee is
establishing guidelines for community use
of the room.
